This is probably the best gay YA coming-out book | have read, and believe me, | go back a while.
The fact that it takes place basically over the course of one day, and that the two
characters--Brighton and Jay--are developed so deeply in alternating third-person chapters during
that short time span, and that so much happens, should have exhausted me.Nope. What exhausted
me was the constant thrill of watching Jay come to terms with his sexuality and Brighton standing by
and ushering him along in a completely unique and exceptionally romantic (if off the wall) way.The
