The book is only 9.5"ÃƒÆ’Ã‚â€”7.5", but each of its nearly 160 pages is

packed with beautiful layouts that leave little room for white space.Mixed media? Got it. Found

elements? Got 'em. Color? Texture? Off the hook! Literally and figuratively.Although inspiration is in



abundance, putting a project all together might take some effort on the crafter's part. It's not that the

book is disorganized. It's just a little jumbled. For instance, sometimes it's difficult to tell what's a real

project and what's a gallery shot.
