The dictionary is clear and concise, clearly delineates meanings of words with great examples, and
it contains accent marks for Russian words and irregular inflections. It is the gold standard of
reasonably sized English-Russian/Russian-English dictionaries. One should still note however that
Russian speakers may be disappointed to find a lack of IPA transcriptions for English words, as it is

clearly more aimed at English speakers.
