Tracey West has written a book that has magic dragons; features multi-ethnic

children learning to become Dragon Masters; Griffith, a wizard, complete with a long, flowing white

beard, who is the Dragon MastersÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ instructor; and King Roland who may have

nefarious plans for the dragons and the Dragon Masters.When AnaÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s dragon Kepri

becomes ill, King Roland orders Griffith to heal Kepri. If he cannot, Roland will replace Griffith with

another wizard. The young Dragon Masters ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ Drake, Ana, Bo, and Rori

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€œ help Griffith search through a ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“giant pile of

booksÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• as they seek a cure. Transported to a faraway land, the Dragon Masters

encounter Heru and his dragon Wati who is KepriÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s Moon Dragon twin. Attacked

by tomb robbers, their adventure takes a dangerous turn; with the dragonsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ help,

they escape. Telling Wati that he, too, is a Dragon Master, he then tells the four that he and his

family serve the dragons rather than being the dragonsÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ masters. The four Dragon

Masters and a healed Kepri return to King RolandÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s castle just in time to prevent

GriffithÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s being replaced.ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Saving the Sun DragonÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•

is an easy to read book. Chapters are brief, the vocabulary is not particularly sophisticated or

difficult, and sentences are simple and short. The subject matter will interest young boys who may

find some early reader books ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“boringÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•. There is magic and action,

and there are mythical creatures that will engage children.
